Data Warehouse was created by Collier County staff to provide educators personalized tools and resources to improve student performance. The Data Warehouse maintains complete demographic and academic data for all students.
The information in Data Warehouse contains information regarding teacher classes and schedules, test scores, aggregate scores and trends, course grades, PMPs, PLC teaming and collaboration, as well as, the ability to give online tests and surveys and to track and evaluated online tests and surveys.

Data Warehouse users may review data for individual students and for student groups, such as by class, course, course grades and skill assessment results, as well as by special user defined groups.
Additional resources are continually being developed to provide current resources and tools.
